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Winter Readiness Tips  

· Have your heat pump serviced so it is 
working properly. 

· Use removable caulk on leaky 
windows to cut down on drafts. 

· Keep your window blinds open at 
least part of the day. Keeping the 
blinds open allows the heat to reach 
the glass, preventing ice build-up. It 
is especially important on the 
aluminum-frame windows where 
frost tends to accumulate. 

Money-Saving Tips — You can help 
keep costs down for the association with 
these simple actions: 

· Make sure all doors close behind you 
as you enter and leave the building.  
Report doors that are not closing to 
the management office. 

· Do not keep outside doors open for 
long periods of time. There are space 
heaters near most stairway and 
secondary exit doors. If you keep the 
door open, the heater will run more. 

· If you hear a toilet running, please 
call us. Everyone shares the cost of 
the water bill, so it is in everyone’s 
best interest to see that no one is 
wasting water. 

 

Heating & Electricity Requirements — 
As we head into cold weather, please 
remember that you are required to keep a 
minimum temperature of 50 degrees 
inside your condominium at all times. 
Owners are also required to keep 
electricity service on, even if the condo is 
vacant. Without power, you will not have 
heat. The management office will be 
checking electric meters to make sure 
power is maintained in all condominiums 
throughout the winter.    

Door Decorations & Door Mats — In 
the past, the Fort Wayne Fire Department 
has expressed concern over door 
decorations covering condo numbers. It is 
in your best interest that emergency 
personnel be able to find your condo as 
quickly as possible in an emergency, so 
you should take this into consideration 
when choosing a decoration. 

Door decorations must be no larger than 
18”x24”. Nails, screws and other 
hardware must not be attached to the door. 
Use over-the-door or magnetic hooks to 
hang decorations. 

Door mats can present a tripping hazard 
and are prohibited by the bylaws.
