insured entity. The general liability
coverage should be at least $1
million. This will help protect you,

in the event of accidents, damage
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or injuries during the course of
construction.

Remember to submit your plans to
the board of directors before work
begins. The board must approve
any work that includes alterations
to common elements, such as
moving drain pipes, changing
walls or adding built-ins that might
affect the sprinkler system, or
accessing wiring in the outer walls
or ceiling.

- All work must comply with local
building, health and safety codes.
Approval of your plans by the
board does not imply compliance
with local requirements.

- You will be held financially

responsible for any damage to the
common elements or other units
resulting from the work done on
your project or by your contractor.

- You are responsible for ensuring

that main phone, cable, power and
other utility lines sustain no
damage from your construction
project.

- You must arrange to have all

project-related debris and supplies
removed daily. The association
will bill you if it has to clean up a
common area disturbed by your
project.
